Association (APA) referencing style. Authors are expected to include critical sections in their
submissions, such as titles, author(s) name, affiliation, phone numbers and email address, and
an abstract of not more than 250 words.

Following the abstract, a minimum of five (5) keywords that will provide indexing references
should be listed. A soft copy of the manuscript that meets the above specification should be
